UNVEILING OF THE FOOTBALL MONUMENT - CAMBRIDGE RULES 1848
(Tamil Language Monument from Cambridge)

In the year 1848, a group of students from Cambridge University, UK, wrote a
set of Eleven Football Rules. They nailed to the trees surrounding Parker’s Piece in
Cambridge, UK, which is a beautiful large open public space, which has been used for
sports, recreation and public events over centuries.

In 1863, the Football Association of England adopted most of the Cambridge
Rules of 1848 and added three more, which formed the extant laws of Football. Over
the time the laws have been amended and since 1886 they have been maintained by
the International Football Association Board (IFAB).

FIFA — Federation Internationale de Football Association which was founded in
Paris in 1904, declared that FIFA World adhere to the Rules laid down by IFAB. The
rewriting of the laws introduced the scheme of Seventeen (17) named laws that has
lasted until today with only minor alterations.

To celebrate the birthplace of football, the first set of hand written Rules and
acknowledge the important role that “Cambridge Rules 1848 played in establishing the
Football Association Rules in 1863, Cambridge City Council, UK, awarded the
commission to the artists Alan Ward and Neville Gabie for their vision of a large stone
cut into 9 parts with each segment engraved with the Cambridge Rules in different
languages.

Four pieces remain as permanent marker on Parker's Piece, the other 5
travelled to five football loving countries namely Brazil, China, Egypt, India and Kenya.
They teamed up with Street Child United, UK (UK based charity) to place the
sculptures around the world. This Monumental Sculpture is one of the 5 sculptures
sent by Cambridge City Council, UK. For India, Tamil language sculpture was
engraved and sent as a gift to India, Karunalaya Social Service Society, Chennai, that
uses the power of sports to transform the lives of Street Children.

Karunalaya is the team India partner of Street Child United, UK. that bring
teams of Street children from various countries to participate in the Street Child World
Cup in Football, Cricket, etc. Karunalaya represented “Team India” at the Street Child
Football World Cup held in Brazil, Moscow and Qatar. Football is the world number
one game played and enjoyed at every corner of the world including India.
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One monumental sculpture engraved in Tamil language was received by
Karunalaya Social Service Society, Chennai from the Cambridge City Council, UK,
just before Covid period and placed in the campus of Karunalaya at 108, Seniamman
Koil Street, Tondiarpet, Chennai — 600 081.The other four pieces of the Monument
were installed at the following locations

1. Brazil : The Maracana Stadium, Rio De Janeiro

2. China : Shanghai Greenland Shenhua Training Complex, Shanghai
3. Egypt : Sports Centre Maadi, Cairo

4. Kenya: Bomu Community Stadium

Karunalaya wanted to install the Monument in a public place with sports /
Football connection. In this process, Karunalaya thought it fit, to request YMCA
College of Physical Education, 747, Anna Salai, Nandanam, Chennai - 600 035, for
relocation and installation of the Monument in its campus. Karunalaya is aware that
YMCA College of Physical Education which was founded in 1920 was the first school
of Physical Education in Asia / India and had the honour and privilege of training the
First Indian Contingent for the Paris Olympics in 1924, under the leadership of
Mr. Harry Crowe Buck, (Founder — Principal) who is revered as the “Father of
Physical Education”.

YMCA College of Physical Education, Chennai found that this FOOTBALL
MONUMENT IS UNIQUE AND FIRST OF ITS KIND IN INDIA. YMCA College of
Physical Education gracefully assumed the responsibility of transporting / relocating
and installing the FOOTBALL MONUMENT at a prominent place in the campus, where
everyone who visits the YMCA campus can see.
